India into a SOVEREIGN SOCIALIST SECULAR DEMOCRATIC
REPUBLIC and to secure to all its citizens : JUSTICE, social, economic
and political; LIBERTY of thought, expression, belief, faith and
worship; EQUALITY of status and of opportunity and to promote
among them all – FRATERNITY assuring the dignity of the individual
and the unity and integrity of the Nation; IN OUR CONSTITUENT
ASSEMBLY this twenty-sixth day of  November 1949, do HEREBY
ADOPT, ENACT AND GIVE TO OURSELVES THIS CONSTITUTION.

In Set 1, sentence (i) is an assertive sentence and sentence (ii) is  an interrogative  sentence .

In Set 2, sentence (i) is an assertive sentence and sentence (ii) is interrogative sentence.

Assertive sentences can be transformed into Interrogative sentences by placing the auxiliary verb (‘is’ in Set
1, sentence ii) before the subject (‘the girl’ in Set 1, sentence ii) and the main verb immediately after the
subject.
Assertive sentences that don’t have auxiliary verbs ( Set 2, sentence i) can be transformed into interrogative
sentences by providing an auxiliary verb according to the sense of the sentences (‘does’ in Set 2, sentence ii).
At the end of the sentence question mark (?) is to be added.

Learners will be able to transform interrogative sentences into assertive sentences.

Look at the following sets of sentences:

Interrogative sentences can be transformed into Assertive sentences by placing the auxiliary verb just after
the subject.
At the end of the sentence, the question mark (?) is replaced by a full stop(.)
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Learners will be able to transform exclamatory sentences into assertive sentences.

Exclamatory sentences can be transformed into Assertive sentences by converting the message or communication
like surprise, happiness or sadness into a statement of fact or idea.

Learners will be able to transform assertive sentences into exclamatory sentences.

An Assertive sentence can be transformed into an Exclamatory sentence by converting a statement into a message
or communication of strong feeling like surprise, happiness or sadness.

So we can see that a word can be used in different forms (different parts of speech) without changing
the meaning of the given sentence.

Such groups of words are called Clauses.

 In Sentence 1, the clause “which have a happy ending” forms the part of a complete sentence and is dependent
on the main part of the sentence.

The clause “Susmita likes stories”, makes complete sense. It is independent. Such clause is called Principal or
Main Clause.

The clause, :  “which have a happy ending” is dependent on the Principal Clause. It is called Subordinate Clause
or Dependent clause.

Likewise in Sentence 2, the clause “I am sure” is Principal Clause and “that we shall win the match” is subordinate
clause.

In Sentence 3, the clause “We eat” is Principal clause and “so that we may live” is Subordinate clause.

Look at the following sentences :

1. She is the girl who won a gold medal.
2. My friend returned home when it was raining.
3. She knows that she has done a mistake.

In sentence 1, the Subordinate or Dependent clause (who won a gold medal) does the work of an adjective
(says something about the noun ‘girl’). This is an Adjective or Relative Clause.

In Sentence 2, the Subordinate or Dependent clause (when it was raining) does the work of an adverb

(denotes the time of the action / verb). This is an Adverb Clause.

In Sentence 3, the Subordinate or Dependent clause (that she has done a mistake) does the work of a noun
(object to the verb). This is a Noun clause.
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Things at a glance :

Clause is a group of words with a Finite Verb and a Subject, and it forms a part of a sentence.

A Clause becomes a sentence when it does make sense by itself.

Clauses are of two types : Main/ Principal and Sub-ordinate / Dependent.

Main Clause has a complete meaning & Sub-ordinate Clause ( Noun, Adverb & Adjective Clauses) does
not have a complete meaning.

'Where','how', & 'when' are Relative Pronouns when they have  Antecedents.

'that' can be used both as a Subordinating Conjunction and a relative Pronoun.

Adverb Clause denotes  reason, condition, time, place, effect/result etc.

Adjective Clause begins with a Relative Pronoun.

Noun Clause acts as a Noun.

In sentence 1 of Set 1, there is one subject (‘Rusha’), one predicate (‘gave me a wonderful gift’). It has one finite
verb (‘gave’). There is only one Principal/ Main clause.

In sentence 1 of Set 2, there is one subject (‘My sister’), one predicate (‘my sister cooked some delicious
food’). It has one finite verb (‘cooked’). There is only one Principal / Main clause.

Therefore both of the sentences, ‘Rusha gave me a wonderful gift’ and ‘My sister cooked some delicious food’
are called Simple sentences.

A sentence that has one subject, one predicate, one finite verb, or only one Principal/Main clause is
called a Simple Sentence.

Learners will be able to identify, construct and use Complex sentence contextually.

In sentence 2 of Set 1, there is one principal/main  clause (‘Rusha gave me a gift’) and one subordinate or
dependent clause (‘which was wonderful’).

Again in sentence 2 of Set 2, there is one Principal/main clause (‘My sister cooked some food’) and one
subordinate or dependent clause (‘ that was delicious’).

These types of sentences are called Complex sentences.

A sentence that has one principal/main clause and one or more than one dependent / subordinate
clause, is called a Complex sentence.

Learners will be able to identify, construct and use Compound sentence contextually.

In sentence 3 of Set 1, there are two  Principal / Main clauses :

(i) Rusha gave me a gift.
(ii) The gift was wonderful.

and they are joined by the conjunction ‘and’.
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Similarly in sentence 3 of Set 2, there are two Principal/main clauses  :

(i) My sister cooked some food.

(ii) The food was delicious.

and they are joined by the conjunction ‘and’.

These types of sentences are called Compound sentences.

A sentence that has two or more Principal/main clauses and are joined by a conjunction is called a
Compound sentence.

Things at a glance :

a. A Simple Sentence contains only one Finite verb.

b. A simple Sentence does not contain any Subordinate Clause.

c. A Complex Sentence consists of one Main Clause and one or more than one Subordinate Clause.

d. A Subordinate Clause begins with a Subordinating Conjunction like as, because, if, though, although,
unless, when, which, that, etc.

e. A Compound Sentence must have two or more Coordinate Clauses, connected with a Coordinating
Conjunction like and, but, so, therefore,yet, either….or, neither….nor etc. ( Two or more Finite
Verbs may be there depending upon the number of Coordinate Clauses).

f. Number of Finite Verbs in a sentence is equal to the Number of Clauses in that sentence.

In Set 1, sentence 1 is complex sentence and sentence 2 is Simple sentence.

In Set 2 sentence 1 is Complex sentence and sentence 2 is Simple sentence.

A Complex sentence can be transformed into a Simple sentence by contracting the subordinate clause (noun,
adjective or adverb) {‘which is of green colour’ in Set 1 and ‘who is standing across the street’ in Set 2} into
words or phrases.
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Learners will be able to transform simple sentences into compound sentences.

Look at the following sets of sentences:

A Simple sentence can be transformed into a Compound sentence by expanding a word or phrase into
a main clause and the clauses are joined by coordinating conjunction (‘or’ in set 1, ‘and’ in set 2).

Learners will be able to transform compound sentences into  simple sentences.

A compound sentence can be transformed into a simple sentence by contracting two main clauses into
one main clause and omitting the coordinating conjunction.
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Learners will be able to transform complex sentences  into compound sentences.

2. I had lost the pen but I found it.

Set 2

1. We all know that the earth moves round the sun.

2. The earth moves round the sun and we all know it.

In Set 1, sentence 1 is a complex sentence and sentence 2 is a compound sentence.

In Set 2, sentence 1 is a complex sentence and sentence 2 is a compound sentence.

A complex sentence can be transformed into a compound sentence by replacing the subordinate clause
with a main clause and adding coordinate conjunction.

Learners will be able to transform compound sentences into complex sentences.

DIRECT AND INDIRECT SPEECH

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Thus we can see that there are two ways of reporting the words of a speaker :

(i) We can quote the actual words of the speaker.

In  Sentence number  1 of every set ( Set 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 7) ,the actual words of the speaker are reported.
This is called Direct Speech.

(ii) We can also report what the speaker says without quoting his/ her actual words.

In Sentence number 2 of every set  (Set 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 7), the substance of the words said by the speaker
is reported without quoting his actual words. This is called Indirect Speech.

Things at a glance :

In Indirect Speech, use Past Perfect Tense (Had + Past Participle of Main Verb) of Reported verb, if both
Reporting verb and Reported verb are in Simple Past Tense.

In Indirect Speech, use Past Perfect Continuous Tense (Had  been+ '-ing' form of Main Verb) of Reported
verb, if  both Reporting verb is in Simple Past Tense and Reported verb is in Past Continuous Tense.

Always put a Full Stop (.) at the end of your answer.

While changing an Interrogative speech, re-organize "Verb + Subj……." as  " Subject + verb+…….."

Use 'proposed' or 'suggested' if 'Let' is used to mean a proposal.

No change in the Tense of verbs in Reported Speech if the Reporting verb is in Simple Present or Simple
Future.

'That' is usually used in place of Comma and Quotations marks in Assertive , Optative and Exclamatory
sentences ( reported speeches).

'To' is used in Imperative  sentences and  'if' or 'whether' is used in an Interrogative sentence of 'Yes' or
'No' type answer ( as in example  ix above).

If an Interrogative sentence begins with a 'wh' word (what,when,why,how,where, which etc), the 'wh' word
remains unchanged. In case of Yes / No questions ‘if’ of ‘whether’ is used.

He

created a record by crossing the Strait of Gibraltar ( 22 kms)  in about 4 hours 20 minutes. Masudur died on

26th April in 2015 in Kolkata. His name will live forever in the history of swimming.
